Country customization of DXM files
1. Copy the DXM files created for the standard set of tables in the directory where the country SPS files are.

2. Run DX MICS.EXE

3. Step 1 – Select the batch of SPS files, e.g. ED files.

4. Step 2 - Select the standard Template, e.g., in the above case, select 08-ED.TPL

5. Input the default values for Source, Time period, and Country.

6. It modifies all the selected DXMs, in this case, the ED*.DXM with the default values input in the last step to customize it to country-specific values.
7. Create Database – Yes
8. Browse for the folder where you want to store the database created in this process.

9. It creates a log file showing the elements of the SPO files which could not be matched against the template. The log file is stored automatically generated under C:\DevInfo\Spreadsheets folder. It also creates DevInfo Data Entry spreadsheets in the same folder.
10. Template - Add the missing elements of rows/columns in the template using Data Admin.
11. Template (Adding Subgroup) - While adding a new subgroup, the subgroup first needs to be entered in one of the categories – Sex, Location, Age, Others. (Step 3-6)
12. Template (Adding Subgroup) - Step 7, we need to create the complete subgroup by clicking on the subgroup values available.

13. Template (Adding Subgroup) - Step 8 – The new subgroups need to be linked to Indicator and Unit by selecting the indicator and then selecting the Unit and Subgroups to create new I-U-S combinations

14. Template (Adding Subgroup) - Step 10 – Link the new IUS to the sectors

15. Template - Save the template

16. Template (Adding Area) - For missing sub-national areas, go to Step 11 and add these (or import from an existing database).

17. Template (Adding Area) - Step 12 – Import the maps from an existing country database.

18. Template (Adding Indicator) - For a missing indicator, start from Step 1, link to IUS.

19. Run DX MICS.EXE

20. Modify DXM for each ED syntax file.
21. For example, Select ED-01, Import the existing ED-01.DXM, create the new mapping for the missing rows using the newly updated template
22. Save ED-01 DXM

23. For ED-02, Import ED-02.DXM, then, import only Rows from ED-01 which has the latest  mapping information for rows.
24. Run the batch process after you have fixed all the DXM files for ED. Check the log, it creates the database for ED which will now be for the specific country.

IMPORTANT NOTE:
1. In case you do not see the output SPO file on Step 3, please check the syntax files by running them in SPSS.

2. For creating/editing a DXM, only one SPS/SPO file should be selected on STEP 1 (and not multiple)

SUMMARY 

1. Run batch in DX MICS

2. Check the log

3. Change the template

4. Recreate DXM

5. Run batch again to create country database
